All photos were lit with a Norman 200B strobe on a custom grip made by
Armato Photo. The film was Ilford FP4/120, developed in Edwal FG-7 diluted 1:15 with Sodium sulfite
added. All prints were on AGFA Insignia glossy Grade #2. A 9-foot roll of white seamless paper was
set up to capture all white backdrop photos.
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
